o Decorative lights are
permitted on the front
stoop, adjacent trim,
balcony, and on trees and
shrubs directly next to your
unit.

e No nails, screws or other

e Seasonal decorations can
be installed 30 days before
the holiday and removed
within 15 days after

e Those who install
decorative lights should
only use properly UL listed
equipment.

e The Association is not
responsible for any
damage done to an
owner’s or a resident’s
decorative lights or other
decorative items due to
seasonal maintenance of
the property.

Lake County Public Works
will be flushing the
hydrants in Lake County
this fall.

You should avoid doing
laundry during periods of
flushing. It is
recommended to clear
your pipes prior to using
the water; you can do this
by running cold water for
several minutes.
